Amid the rising tide 

of Hindutva ideology, which is aggressively promoted by Hindu nationalists, these children are often targeted 

and pressured to abandon their faith. Many of them live in fear and uncertainty, quietly carrying the emotional 

burden of their families’ suffering and the hostility that surrounds them. 

With your partnership, together this Christmas 

season we can remind our Christian family in 

India that they are seen, valued and loved by our 

Heavenly Father and His church around the world.

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IMPACT REPORT

Hope in 
Every Season

As a result of VOMC’s 2024 Christmas Blessing project, our 

ministry team was able to encourage and bless hundreds 

of Christian children in Cuba, where believers suffer under 

an oppressive Communist regime. Due to the regulations 

enforced by governing officials, ministry efforts in this 

country often encounter delays and restrictions. Despite 

these challenges, our in-country ministry partners were able 

to report that the project was a resounding success. The 

Lord once again demonstrated His faithfulness, making it 

possible for the distributions to move forward in spite of the 

significant obstacles.

Although the shipment of Bibles was held up by Cuban 

officials upon arrival at the port, delaying the distributions of 

the Christmas Blessing packages until April 2025, the impact 

was no less powerful. While this meant that the project 

turned into a “Springtime Blessing,” the delayed timing 

did not diminish the joy of the children who received the 

gift packages nor the significance of the provisions they so 

gratefully received.

For these many recipients, the gifts helped to meet 

both their spiritual and practical needs. Our partners 

report with certainty that at least 90 percent of the 

children who received a package had never seen a 

children’s Bible before, let alone owned one. The school 

supplies included within each package were also deeply 

appreciated, as such items are difficult to obtain in Cuba.

One volunteer shares: “We have seen children, 
parents and teachers from the churches crying with 
gratitude [and] smiling with joy; [plus, unchurched] 
parents coming to Christ through the gifts. Among 
the chaotic conditions in which these children live, 
this has been like a ‘light of hope’ ignited in the 
midst of such darkness.”

Another ministry worker adds: “Each backpack not 
only represents a necessary resource for their 
[educational] studies or relief for the family’s 
finances, but it is also a beautiful, tangible 
manifestation of God’s care and the brotherly  
love that unites the body of Christ.”

where anti-conversion laws are presently being enforced. 

These laws are frequently used to persecute followers of 

Jesus and foster environments of hostility and fear.

In the midst of rising opposition, many Christian children 

residing in these areas silently carry emotional burdens. 

The resulting fear and uncertainty they experience often 

rob them of opportunities for joy, learning and creative 

expression – especially during seasons of celebration 

like Christmas.

In response, VOMC’s 2025 Christmas Blessing project will 

deliver greatly needed encouragement, love and support 

to our persecuted Christian family in India – one gift 

package at a time.

With your help, our ministry partners will be distributing 

700 backpacks, each one filled with the following gifts: 

• A Bible		  • Toys and Chocolates 

• School Supplies	 • A Water Bottle 

• A Warm Scarf		  • Plus, Other Essential Items…

Every backpack delivered will serve as a powerful 

reminder to these children that they are not forgotten, 

even in the midst of persecution.

DID YOU KNOW?

VOMC’s very first Christmas Blessing project 

took place during 1993 in El Salvador, a 

country that suffered under a violent guerrilla 

insurgency at the time. As a result of the 

civil unrest, many of the country’s Christians 

were displaced and subjected to poor 

living conditions. Despite the encountered 

difficulties, the project was a proven success 

and laid the foundation for future Christmas 

Blessing initiatives.
